 Have an ATAR or equivalent at or above 70;
 Be applying for an eligible Bachelor degree.

What else do you need to know?

 A statement outlining your sporting commitments during Year 11 and 12 and how they impacted on your final Year 12 results. Your
statement must include your full name and application number.

 A statement from your coach or national sporting institute that you are considered to be an elite athlete and recognised to be a member
under one of the Elite Athlete adjustment factor schedule categories.

Appeals
If you are dissatisfied with the decision regarding your application, you may seek a review by the Associate Dean or nominee within 20 working
days. 

You may also apply for a procedural appeal against this review to the Dean of the relevant College for Coursework Award students. The request must be
lodged in writing with the Dean of the relevant College for Coursework Award students within 20 working days of your being informed of the Associate 
Dean or nominee’s decision.
